Opener:  

Share a time when you witnessed or experienced an unexpected act of 

kindness. How did it impact you? 

Go Deeper: 

1. Read Acts 7:19-21 and Genesis 15:13-14. How does the story of Moses' early 

life reflect God's providence and protection? 

2. Read Exodus 1:22 2:10. In what ways did ordinary people play significant 

roles in Moses' preservation and future mission? 

3. Discuss the significance of Pharaoh's daughter choosing compassion over 

compliance with her father's orders. What can this teach us about the 

power of individual choices? 

4. Think about each detail in this story. What could have happened 

differently that would have drastically changed the outcome?



Live It: 

1. Reflect on a time when you faced a situation that seemed hopeless. How 

did you see God's providence at work in hindsight? 

2. How can you practice ordinary faithfulness in your daily life, trusting that 

God can use your actions for His greater purposes? 

3. What legacy do you hope to leave for the next generation? How can you 

start building that legacy today through small, faithful actions? 

4. Consider the ways you can be a source of wisdom and encouragement to 

younger generations. Who in your life could benefit from your experiences 

and insights?
